+ Missionaries long for people to
connect with their work.  You could
adopt a culture or people group and
educate yourself so that you are better
aware of what the missionary lives.
+ You could read missionary biographies
to your children.
+ God is bringing international graduate
students and scholars to our city.  You
could volunteer to teach them English.

We had a great year with Grace Institute, and a
lot of variety with our class selection.

Pastor Chip did a great job with his Christianity
Today.  This class was a little unusual in that Chip
developed case studies around 1 Corinthians, and
he targeted the tensions within that faith commu-
nity such as lawsuits, marriage and divorce, and
issues of sexuality.  By doing this, he developed
modern applications and situations out of the
ancient and eternal truths of Scripture, and this
really caused the class to wrestle with their biblical
worldview.

We also had an Intr oduction to Theology class
that was designed around that same educational
framework.  We want people to think Biblically
and out of wise, and not merely give simple
answers to ultra complex issues.  This class help
develop a Theological viewpoint.

The Art of Mentoring course was designed to
help people understand the lost art of disciple-
ship--the how to's.  Discipleship is the process in
which we invest our lives and knowledge to the
next generation of Christians.  We eliminated
stigmas and the idea of the Uber-Christian
[super] as it pertains to mentoring.  Meaning that
everyone has strengths and spiritual giftings that
can empower people--and better them individu-
ally, but the fuel to this ministry is relationships
and lifestyles.

How to Start Kingdom Conversations was
taught by Dr. Duke Heller.  In this class Duke
boldly encouraged the class to share their faith
stories, and he distributed materials to help in that
process.  Through that class we had multiple
people come to Christ...Not just acquaintances
but friends and family members of the partici-
pants.

Annie Kerr and Randy Vance taught a spiritual
formation class called Intercessory Prayer.  We
walked through the Bible and discovered the
beauty and power of prayer.  Various techniques
of prayer were addressed, such as prayer and
fasting.

We also encourage our current
and emerging leaders to attend these courses and
engage in the Grace Institute Grace Seminary
track [GI/GS].
GI has three tracks:
1. Anyone can attend and merely audit the class--
no extra reading, no homework, etc.

2. A person can pursue the Enrichment Degree--
they need to attend the 6 primary courses of GI:
Intro to Theology; Christianity Today; Art of
Mentoring; Foundations for an Effective Leader;
How to Understand and Apply the Bible; and
Christian Counseling.

3. The GI/GS degree which is 360 hours of
ministry and course work...36 Credits.  These
credits are broken down into:  Head [class work
and time], Heart [Mentoring hours], Hands
[Ministry hours--e.g. Nursery worker, Small
Group Leader, Worship Team Member, etc.],
and Reproduction [Leadership Project].
GI is for everyone and we encourage you to
check out the classes in 08.
